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Pastoral Nominating Commaittee

Our work is becoming more interesting - and more challenging. We
are now looking seriously at each of the Personal Information Forms
(PIF) of the 45 candidates we have to consider at this time (June 11).

Each candidate is rated as either a 1 - Look at more closely, a 2 - Uncer-
tain, or a 3 - Drop from consideration. Our committee is divided into groups
of four, the A Team and the 1 Team. Candidates are assigned to a team
and are reviewed by each of its four members individually. At the Monday
PNC meeting the teams get together and discuss each candidate in detail
and arrive at a consensus rating. Frequently all members do not assign the
same rating. Sometimes as a result of the discussion a team member may
revise his individual rating.

If a candidate receives a consensus 1 rating from one team, that person
is referred to the other team for their evaluation. Candidates rated 2 or 3
are not reviewed by the other team. There is possibility a candidate rated 2
might later be reinstated for further consideration.

If a candidate passes review by both teams with a 1 rating they move to
the next step of the process. That is a telephone check of the references
listed on their PIF. We are not to this phase with any candidate yet, but
probably will be when you read this report.

Right now most of our time is spent working individually in our
homes. We meet each Monday during which time we discuss matters con-
cerning the entire committee and then break up into our teams for candidate
evaluation. Opening and closing prayer and devotions are a part of every
meeting. We rotate this responsibility among all of us.

As many of you know we cannot discuss any of the candidates outside
our committee. Many of the candidates submit their PIF without the knowl-
edge of their current church or employer. If this were to become known the
candidate could be adversely affected. The entire process is treated as
confidential. Please don't ask or expect any information on specific candi-
dates at any time. We will not be able to respond.

Our fiscal year ended on May 31, so the second set of numbers are
the final numbers for our fiscal year. Congratulations! You did it! We have
a surplus for the first time in several years. The formula was increased giv-
ing and reduced spending. Both happened!

May was no surprise. A deficit was expected if only because Mission
had $8300 of spending to equal their budget. The Mission portion of our
budget has never been treated as discretionary and we expect it to be fully
spent. We only wish it were larger!

Reduced spending has been mentioned. We have several boards
and committees to recognize for their frugality. The Trustees under spent
their budget by $16,441 or 22%. Some of this is due to good fortune that no
expensive problems occurred, but much is also due to an effort to find a
lower cost way to resolve a problem. Music and Worship spent only 51% of
their budget thus saving $4,232. Christian Education under spent by $730 or
8%. Deacons under spent by $185 or 7%. Evangelism under spent by $502
or 31%. Congratulations to each! And remain frugal!

The church was the grateful recipient of a gift from Bob Myers' estate
of $76,200.93 during the month of May. The use of this money is not re-
stricted. Although Mr. Myers spent the vast majority of his recent years in
Florida it is good to see he did not forget his Anderson church! Thank you,
Bob Myers, from all of us!
