Dave’s Deliberations  

Pearl of Great Price found at FPC !! 
Friends, 
 I’ve been a member or pastor of several 
churches over the course of my life.   All of them have 

been healthy, loving communities.   All of the ones 
where I raised my three boys were positive, loving envi-
ronments for kids.  They all had small, struggling Sun-
day Schools, but my kids grew up fine and are all still 
professing, active Christians who know more about 
their faith and their Bibles than the average bear.   I 
have no regrets.  But here is something I want ALL OF 
YOU  (especially the parents of young children!) to 
know.  Few churches care about kids as much as 

FPC. 
 As I sat in Church last Sunday (May 11

th
) and 

listened to the Jubilation Choir and watched (with 
goose pimples running down my spine)  I realized that 
First Presbyterian Church, Anderson IN,  IS the ―pearl 
of great price.‖   This congregation so clearly and pow-
erfully TREASURES  its children and youth.   Children 
are invited and encouraged to participate in worship,  to 
bring their talents and passions TO worship.  Whether it 
is Youth Sunday,  contemporary worship songs, Me-
hola Dancers, Kirk Ringers, honoring graduates, men-
toring confirmands, special holiday services, or support 
of Youth Mission trips,  First Presbyterian not only gives 
lip service to the importance of involving children – you 
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"The kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a 
field. When a man found it, he hid it again, and then in 
his joy went and sold all he had and bought that field.ò  



Dave’s Deliberations (continued) 
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not only ―dutifully‖  offer opportunities – You positively DELIGHT in see-
ing, hearing,  and receiving what your children and youth bring.    We 
live in a culture that gives lip service to the importance of children and 
their needs but mostly ignores and neglects them.    We, however, serve 
a Lord who welcomed the children and this congregation bears witness 
to that reality. 
 What is equally clear is that the children KNOW that they are 
treasured and valued here.  You can see it in the confidence and unself-
conscious way that they participate in the life of this congregation.   I 
think it would be impossible to over-estimate the positive effect this has 
had and will have on the self esteem and confidence of the adults that 
this congregation produces.   It would also be difficult to over-estimate 
the effect of this on the FAITH of these young people.  They go out into 
the world in the confidence that is only born of being loved uncondition-
ally in a community of faith. 
 There are other churches in the community who have ―whiz-bang‖  
CE programs that are very attractive.  No question.  The question is, 
though,  are those programs as valuable to your children,  IN  THE 
LONG RUN,  as growing up at First Presbyterian church.   I gotta tell 
you…  I DON’T THINK SO. 
 FPC  has many of the resources it needs to continue to provide  a 
strong children’s and youth program  and no doubt this will be a priority 
for the new pastor and the Session.  But more important than program in 
the lives of young people are relationships with adults who genuinely 
love, respect, and treasure them.   This is something that FPC knows 
how to do and does well. 
 Jesus said that when you find a pearl of great price you should 
sell all that you have and buy the field where you found the pearl.    FPC 
IS THE PEARL ( or at least a true manifestation of it).

We now have only one month remaining in our fiscal year and we have a 

nice surplus of $27,759.. Although May expenses are expected to be 
above average with $7,300 of Mission funds unspent as of April 30, it ap-
pears we should end the year with at least a modest surplus.  We should 

all feel good about that! 
  

When comparing the current year and the previous year, we see that 
revenues are up by about $51,000 and expenses down by about 

$29,000.  That is a net improvement of $80,000 in our year-to-year 
budget position.  I call that a dramatic difference!   Indeed at this time last 

year we had a deficit of $52,418 compared to our present surplus of 
$27,759.  Congratulations on both your stewardship and spending re-

straint!  God bless!

 Your committee is feeling good!  We have obtained approval from 
both our Session and then the Committee on Ministry of Presbytery for three 
documents that are required to start the search process for our new pas-
tor.  These documents are the Church Information Form, the job description 
for Pastor - Head of Staff, and the Core Study or Mission Study report.  Fur-
thermore we have received from Presbytery the user password and login 
user ID, which provide the means to access on the internet the names and 
Personal Information Forms (PIF) of candidates who appear to match our 
requirements or where the candidate is interested in our church. 
  In the meantime we are considering our evaluation procedure.  We 
have developed a form for screening PIFs.  If the candidate passes this 
screen, we will contact his references either by phone or e-mail.  We will de-
velop a list of questions to be used when contacting references.  If the candi-
date passes the reference screen, we will conduct a phone interview.  This 
requires a second set of questions we will develop.  If the candidate is still of 
interest to us, we will obtain tapes of sermons to listen to.  The final step is to 
invite the candidate to Anderson for a face-to-face interview.  This requires 
still a third set of questions.  
 It is recommended we have between three and five candidates we 
like before conducting any face-to-face interviews.   During this phase each 
candidate will lead the worship service at a nearby neutral pulpit.  If the can-
didate is within a reasonable distance of Anderson, we may elect to visit his 
current church instead. At the conclusion of these visits the PNC will select 
the one candidate whom we feel is best for our church.  That candidate will 
visit Anderson and lead our worship service.  A vote will be taken by the con-
gregation at the end of the service.  If it is for, that candidate will become our 
pastor.  If it is against, the PNC will go back to work. 
 We continue to meet each Monday evening.  As you can see we will 
be kept busy!

singlenessó with a new section G  -6.0106b of The Book of Order ñhas 

been defeated.  After voting on Saturday, April 25th, the count is 69 

presbyteries in favor with 88 opposed ñone more than the majority of 87 

out of 173 presbyteries required to decide the matter.
